Sri SashankSekhar Dash, Additional District Magistrate, Dhenkanal District,
supervised and presided over the meeting and was assisted by Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick,
Regional officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul and the representative of State

Pollution Control Board, Odisha, Bhubaneswar.

At the outset Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, SPC Board, Angul welcome
the other panel member, representative of the proponent and the public, gave an
introduction about the guidelines to be followed for the public hearing in the light of EIA
Notifications 2006 in respect of Environmental impact assessment of project proposed by
the Tahasilder, Parjang for Brahmani River Sand Quarry, Panigengutia, Over an Area of
5.66ha At/Mouza - Panigengutia, Tahasil - Parjang of Dhenkanal District.

Sri Deba Prasad Choudhury, Consultant, M/s. Rightsource Industrial Solutions Pvt.
Ltd. on behalf of the proponent addressed the committee members and assembled public
and gave a brief description about the proposed project. He also briefed about Brahmani
River Sand Quarry, Panigengutia, Over an Area of 5.66ha At/Mouza - Panigengutia,
Tahasil - Parjangin the District of Dhenkanal He also briefed about the peripheral
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development work that had been taken up in this area, and made a presentation about
the environmental management, pollution control measures, solid waste-management of
the related project. The copy of the statement of the industry read out at public hearing
proceedings is enclosed.
Regarding public hearing of Brahmani River Sand Quarry, Panigengutia, Over an
Area of 5.66ha At/Mouza - Panigengutia, Tahasil - Parjang in the District of Dhenkanal
- was publicized at the office notice Board of Renthapata Gram Panchayat office notice
Board, BDO Office at Parjang, ZillaParisad Office (Zone-3), Dhenkanal, Tahasil office
notice board, Parjang, Sub Collector, Kamakhyanagar Office and Panigengutia village.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Regionat
Office, Angul & representative of State Pollution Control Board Odisha then invited the
public to present to present their views about the proposed project on environmental

consideration.

The views expressed by various speakers are as follows:

1 Sri Prashant Kumar Nayak, Panigengutia village

He welcomed the gathering and expressed that they welcome the project but
proponent should have some scheme for the villagers. Care should be taken while
sand transportation through village road to control air pollution.

2 | Sri Charan Nayak, Ex-Sarpanch Panigengutia village

He expressed his contentment that sand source is being auctioned, since many
years it had not been auctioned and was operating in unorganized manner. He also

requested to look after the wellbeing of village.

3 | Sri Rabinarayan Nayak, Panigengutia village

He expressed his concern about the bridge and village school through which loaded
vehicles will pass. There is no proper road in the village area for the movement of
vehicles and there is a nalabandha (embankment) at Talasahi (a hamlet) through
which movement of public will be affected. He requested to look after these issues

so that people of both villages would not affect.

4 | Sri Bankanidhi Behera, Panigengutia (Uparsahi) village o

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He welcomed the panel members and expressed that 30-40 households will be
benefited from the quarry and villagers are unanimously agreed. But he registered
his concern about the bridge constructed over canal which may collapse. Speed of
the vehicles should be restricted and monitored during plying through village road
and school. He added, traffic near school should be controlled for the safety of

children’s.

Sri Krushna Chandra Panda, Chief, BJD, Renthapat GP

He welcomed the panel members & villagers and open his statement with a poem
and informed that this Panigengutia village has established since more than 200
years and here sand quarry has never been auctioned. This time District
Administration has proposed for sand quarry here. People from Panigengutia
(Talasahi) village are gathered here because they are suffering due to frequent
flood condition in their village. Even our (his) village was also suffering from flood
but thanks to the district administration for construction of nalabandha
(embankment) which prevents flood condition in village. Sand quarry proposed in
downstream of this embankment may affect the structure and it may be collapsed,
this point should be noted and care may be taken in this regard. Road required for
this quarry, if constructed over villages Gochar and Crematory land, will not be
acceptable as per Government rule. Sand will be transported through Panigengutia,
Rentapat, Panimohala, Rorda and Riala villages. These village roads are narrow
which are used by primary, upper primary and anganwadi school children and if
vehicles will be plying over these roads no space will be left for movement of these
children. Villagers of Talagengutia couldn’t go outside for six months due water
logging in nallah, with the help of government, an earthen bridge (culvert) has been
constructed over this nallah. Heavy vehicles will ply over this bridge due to which it
will be collapse, he requested District Administration to look into this matter. Other
issues are noise pollution and dust emission due to vehicle movement and speed of

vehicles during plying through village roads.

Sri Rabinarayan Nath, Secretary, Jagruti NGO, Tala Panigengutia village

He expressed that he is not happy with the proposal because whatever the point !

| raised by previous deliberator is 100% right. When heavy vehicles will ply through

these narrow village roads accidents will happen, even now while tractors are

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plying, accidents occurs. Bridge through which heavy vehicles will pass will be |

affected and roads will be damaged. He requested not to allow sand quarry and
administration should pay attention towards people’s health.

Sri Pabitra Mohan Panda, Talasahi, Panigengutia village

He stated that this area (Panigengutia village) is a neglected area and they didn’t
get a proper road. Road is already affected due to 'heavy rain and if more sand
loaded vehicles will ply through it, it will be fully damaged. River bank at which
Talasahi is located, is getting eroded every year by river. Sand quarry should not be
located over crematory land. He requested not to allow sand quarry.

Sri Debadutta Behera, Panigengutia

He stated that it will be huge loss to us if sand quarry is not allowed because sand
gets stolen by sand mafia from this site. If legally this quarry is allowed, we will
also get sand from this source easily and economically. Difficulty faced by the
villagers due to vehicle movement on village road will be asked to resolve by
government. But sand quarry should be allowed because we pay more for this sand.
Drinking water and water spraying arrangements can be done by the government.

Sri Bholeswar Panda, Talasahi, Panigengutia village

He expressed that small children of Anganwadi to High School are using the narrow
road of village if heavy vehicles will ply on this road, accidents will occur,
therefore, sand quarry should not be allowed.

Smt. Pramodini Bhoi, Uparsahi, Sanagengutia, Sarpanch, Renthapat GP

She welcomed the panel members & villagers and stated that quarry should be
permitted after getting consultation and consent from people of both villages.

Sri Surendra Sahoo, Panigengutia (Uparsahi)

He expressed that although people of other villages will get sand in low cost but
people of this village will be affected due heavy vehicle movement.

Sri Dusmanta Kumar Panda, Bherunia Village

He stated that sand quarry should be allowed and operated but care should be

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13 | Sri Apali Behera, Panigengutia (Talasahi)

He expressed that many problem will occur due to sand quarry. People of other
villages or sahi who are supporting this project are not living here, we are living
and facing many problems. He requested not to allow sand quarry.

He stated that first take remedial measures for submerged land of their village

then carry sand quarry, we have no objection.

15 | Sri Pramod Kumar Nath, Panigengutia village

He deliberated that from Anganwadi to High school going student will be affected
due to heavy vehicle movement. Bridge over canal is already in bad condition and
it will get damaged due to heavy vehicle movement.

He welcomed the panel members and villagers and stated that if sand quarry is
operated, Anganwadi students can’t go to the school, bridge will collapse and
requested that sand quarry should not be allowed.

Observation:

Safety of embankment due to sand mining, safety of culvert/bridge constructed over
canal and local nalla, movement of heavy vehicles and students through narrow village
roads, repair and maintenance of village road, adequate air pollution control and soil
erosion, etc. were the most important issues/concerns emerged during the discussion.

Dr. Anup Kumar Mallick, Regional Officer, State Pollution Control Board, Angul &
representative of State Pollution Control Board, Odisha, prepared the summary of the
public hearing proceedings accurately reflecting the views and concerns expressed by the
speakers with the inclusion of comments of the applicant read over to the audience at
the end of the meeting explaining the contents in the ODIA Language and the agreed
minutes of public hearing meeting was prepared.
